Several FSCQC members will compete February 12-13th  in Cedar Rapids as part of the Games.  FSCQC skaters will participate in variety of skating events showcasing their skills, athletic ability and artistry. Skaters who medal will qualify to participate in the 2011 State Games to be held in San Diego, California this August.  





State Games of America is the premier, national multi-sport event for athletes of all ages and abilities held every biennium.  Medal winners from 40 State Games nationwide earn the right to compete against other winners and match their skills in a national forum.  State Game Opening Ceremonies will be held at San Diego’s Qualcom Stadium, host to three Super Bowls.   Similar to the Olympics, the State Games Opening Ceremony includes a parade of athletes and lighting of the cauldron.  





River’s Edge Open Juvenile and Open Adults Teams used the exhibition at the Iowa Games Opening Ceremonies to ready for the Midwest-Pacific Synchronized Sectional Championships next week, February 3-5, 2011 in Rochester, Minnesota.  Ten youth skaters will be competing to a medley of songs themed “School Daze” and eight adult skaters will perform to Santana’s “Smooth”.   Skaters range in age from 9 to 60 years young.
