Topic:   QUAD CITY FIGURE SKATERS HEAD TO REGIONALS

Ice skaters from the Figure Skating Club of the Quad Cities (FSCQC) will head to Hoffman Estates, Illinois to compete in the 2010 Upper Great Lakes Regional Figure Skating Championships.  The U.S. Figure Skating Association sanctioned competition is slated for October 23 – 27, 2009 at the Hoffman Estates Ice Arena.  It is one of nine regional competitions across the United States where skaters can qualify for sectionals and nationals.  Two area skaters will participate with over 2,400 competitors from across the Upper Great Lakes region.





FSCQC skaters, Anya Cockerell, age 10 (Bettendorf), and Meghan Olt, age 16 (Bettendorf) will be competing at the Regional Championships.  These skaters range in skill from juvenile to intermediate levels.  They will be performing freeskate  programs featuring axel and double salchow jumps as well as sit spin combinations.  Learning to skate as soon as she could walk, Anya Cockerell is coached by her mom, Elena Cockerell, and Gene Heffron.  Anya is also a pairs skater and attended Junior Nationals last year with her partner.  Meghan Olt began skating at age 9 in group lessons at the Quad City Sports Center.  Her coaches are Shari Baker and Gene Heffron.  





The Quad City Sports Center regularly offers a year round U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills Program where kids and adults can learn to skate.  Figure Skating Club of the Quad Cities members often begin their skating dreams with the Basic Skills snowplow class and advance to learning axels, toe loops, salchows and camel spins.  Youth and adults often advance their skills and join the River’ Edge synchronized skating teams for fun and friendship.  With the 2010 Winter Olympics less than a six months away, the Regional Championships offer an opportunity to observe highly competitive skating within a days drive.
