Topic:   QC FIGURE SKATERS KICK-OFF FALL COMPETITION-EXHIBITION SEASON





FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE:


Ice skaters from the Figure Skating Club of the Quad Cities (FSCQC) began the fall competition-exhibition season with two events in one weekend.  Ten skaters competed September 18-19, 2010 in Madison, Wisconsin while three skaters performed at the opening of a new rink in Dubuque, Iowa.   This past weekend, September 25th,  two basic skills skaters competed in Springfield, Illinois.  





Three advanced  skaters  head to the Green Bay area to compete in the 2011 Upper Great Lakes Regional Figure Skating Championships October 1-5, 2011.  It is one of nine regional competitions across the United States where skaters can qualify for sectionals and nationals, sanctioned by the US Figure Skating Association (USFSA).  FSCQC regional skaters will participate with over 2,000 competitors from across the Upper Great Lakes region.





FSCQC skaters, Mimi Duong, age 11 (Davenport),  Meghan Olt, age 16 (Bettendorf), and Jordanne Twigg, age 12 (Eldridge) will be competing at the Regional Championships this weekend.  These skaters range in skill from juvenile to intermediate levels.  They will be performing freeskate  programs featuring single and double jumps as well as spin combinations.  FSCQC skaters began skating with group lessons at the River’s Edge, formerly the Quad City Sports Center.  Their coaches are Shari Baker and Gene Heffron.  





The ice rink in Davenport  regularly offers a year round U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills Program where kids and adults can learn to skate through lessons offered by Davenport’s Park and Recreation Department.   An open house will be held at River’s Edge (formerly QCSC) on Thursday, October 14 from 5-7 p.m. with sign-up for lessons. Figure Skating Club members often begin their skating dreams with the Basic Skills classes and advance to learning axels, toe loops, salchows and camel spins from USFSA coaches.  Youth and adults often advance their skills and join the River’ Edge synchronized skating teams for fun and friendship.  Synchronized skating is a fast growing sport which incorporates ice dancing moves, uniform movements and geometric transitions with multiple skaters.  Synchro teams are preparing for Sectionals to be held in Rochester, Minnesota in February 2011.
